1. Major Cancer 

The major types of cancer are carcinoma, sarcoma, melanoma, lymphoma, and leukemia. Carcinomas - the most commonly 
diagnosed cancers - originate in the skin, lungs, breasts, pancreas, and other organs and glands. 
2. Both Kidneys Failure 

Kidneys can become damaged from a physical injury or a disease like diabetes, high blood pressure, or other disorders. 
High blood pressure and diabetes are the two most common causes of kidney failure. Kidney failure does not happen overnight. 
It is the end result of a gradual loss of kidney function
3. Primary Pulmonary Arterial Hypertension 

Primary pulmonary hypertension (PPH) is high blood pressure in the lungs. It is also known as idiopathic pulmonary arterial 
hypertension. It's a rare lung disorder in which the blood vessels in the lungs narrow (constrict) and the pressure in the pulmonary 
artery rises far above normal levels.               
4. Multiple Sclerosis 

Primary Progressive Multiple Sclerosis. Multiple sclerosis (MS) is a disease that interferes with your brain's ability to  
operate your body. PPMS is identified by steadily worsening neurologic functions in the beginning without distinct relapses  
(attacks or exacerbations) or remission.    
5. Major Organ Transplant 

Organ transplantation is a medical procedure in which an organ is removed from one body and placed in the body of a  
recipient, to replace a damaged or missing organ. Organs that have been successfully transplanted include the heart, kidneys, 
liver, lungs, pancreas, intestine, thymus and uterus.   
6. Coronary Artery By-pass Graft (CABG)

A coronary artery bypass graft (CABG) is a surgical procedure used to treat coronary heart disease. It diverts blood around 
narrowed or clogged parts of the major arteries to improve blood flow and oxygen supply to the heart.  
7. Surgery to Aorta

The current standard surgical treatment of a thoracic aortic aneurysm is the open-chest approach. The main purpose of 
open-chest surgery to treat a thoracic aneurysm is to replace the weakened portion of the aorta with a fabric tube, called a graft. 
However, neglecting the aneurysm presents a higher risk.     
8.Heart Valve Surgery

Heart valve surgery is a procedure to treat heart valve disease. Heart valve disease involves at least one of the four heart 
valves not working properly. Heart valves keep blood flowing in the correct direction through your heart. 
9. Stroke

The sudden death of brain cells due to lack of oxygen, caused by blockage of blood flow or rupture of an artery to the brain. 
Sudden loss of speech, weakness, or paralysis of one side of the body can be symptoms.                      
 10. Myocardial Infarction – First Heart Attack

A myocardial infarction (MI), also known as a heart attack, occurs when blood flow decreases or stops to a part of the heart, 
causing damage to the heart muscle. The most common symptom is chest pain or discomfort which may travel into the shoulder, 
arm, back, neck or jaw.
11. Coma

A coma is a deep state of unconsciousness in which individuals do not consciously respond to stimuli in their environment.
12. Permanent Paralysis of Limbs

Define Permanent Paralysis of Limbs. means Total and irreversible loss of use. 
13. Parkinson’s Disease

A slowly progressive neurologic disease that is characterized by a fixed inexpressive face, tremor at rest, slowing of  
voluntary movements, gait with short accelerating steps, peculiar posture and muscle weakness (caused by degeneration of an 
area of the brain called the basal ganglia), and low production of the neurotransmitter dopamine.   
14. End-Stage Lung Disease

End-stage lung disease is the most severe form of a lung disease. When a specific lung disease progresses to the point that 
lung function is seriously compromised, the disease is considered  "end-stage." Most patients are diagnosed with a specific lung 
disease long before it progresses to end-stage.  
15. End-Stage Liver Failure

Chronic liver failure, also called end-stage liver disease, progresses over months, years, or decades. Most often, chronic 
liver failure is the result of cirrhosis, a condition in which scar tissue replaces healthy liver tissue until the liver cannot function 
adequately.
16. Blindness – Permanent and Irreversible

Loss of useful sight. Blindness can be temporary or permanent. Damage to any portion of the eye, the optic nerve, or the 
area of the brain responsible for vision can lead to blindness. The current politically correct terms for blindness includes visually 
handicapped and visually challenged.  
17. Third Degree Burns – of specified severity

A burn in which the damage has progressed to the point of skin death. The skin is white and without sensation. In extreme 
cases damage may extend beyond the skin and into underlying tissue. In these cases, the skin may be blackened or burned 
away.             
18.  Alzheimer’s Disease/Severe Dementia 

Dementia is an overall term for diseases and conditions characterized by a decline in memory, language, problem-solving 
and other thinking skills that affect a person's ability to perform everyday activities.

20. Motor Neuron Disease-permanent neurological deficit with persisting clinical

Spinal muscular atrophy (SMA) is an inherited disease that affects lower motor neurons. It is the most common genetic 
cause of infant mortality. Defects in the Spinal Muscular Neuron (SMN) gene result in a loss of the SMN protein. Low levels of the 
SMN protein cause lower motor neurons to deteriorate, producing muscle weakness and wasting.
